| always find it amazing how two groups of people can witness exactly the same thing and yet come up
with totally different conclusions. Like the guy who shrugged his shoulders and thought the Hope
Always evening with Bill Wilson was boring whilst another guy just wept in tears in response to the
message. Perhaps we shouldn’t find it so amazing- these kind of responses are as old as history itself.
You see - it's not necessarily the external that counts - it's the stuff within that actually makes the
difference.

When Moses hauled up his team of 12 men to go and see what the land was like, to research the
anthropological, sociological and economic conditions of the hill country, they all went up as spies and
came back with a report. You know the story. They all gave the same account of their experiences -
the land was rich in abundance & the cities were fortified and large and the inhabitants included the
infamous descendants of Anak. Two of these men stood up and said, “we should go up and take
possession of the land, for we can certainly do it.”, yet the majority of the group - the other ten said -
“No we can’t - we cannot attack those people, they’re giants - we're like grasshoppers compared to
them!”. Now imagine if this was a PCC meeting, or a small group seeking to reach consensus on the
best way forward. Who do you think would have been beat down and mulched to a pulp? Yep - the
two brave men, Joshua & Caleb. But as it was on this occasion, the Lord was on their side - and they
knew it.

I've seen this mulching thing happen many a time. Someone gets an idea, a dream - and then
somebody else squashes it to a pulp. Often it happens just when that dream is beginning to emerge -
like a bud that gets nipped. And nobody seems to notice. Because the dream was so small - it didn’t
really count that much did it?

| know what that’s like. When | tried to start Sidewalk seven years ago, it was just an idea, a dream, a
longing - and yet leader after leader just nipped it. A careless remark - ‘that won't happen here’, ‘we
can't afford it’, ‘too much hassle’ or the more serious stab, ‘let your dream die Barry, it ain’t gonna work’.
Make no mistake, | don’t blame those leaders at all. My lack of confidence in myself allowed them to
superimpose their negativity upon me. You see, | allowed myself to be squashed, | allowed myself to
be defeated. Like those ten men - | viewed myself as a grasshopper.

After having lived this Christian life for fifteen years - watching those around me, constantly trying to
learn from the successes and failures of leaders and their followers, readily devouring books on
leadership, evangelism and the like - there are two things that | am absolutely convinced of:

1) Everything rises and falls on leadership and 2) We've just got to do it. That's it.

Simple as.

My wife and | moved to Firth Park several years ago. We visited a bunch of kids on the Flower estate
who’ve never been visited before - and who now are entering into a youth program. We’'ve been in this
land. We’'ve seen the dad who left his wife & kids to blow himself up in a failed suicide bomb attack in
Irag. I've knelt down in the very corner of the tiny box room of the ‘House of Horrors’ where three kids
were found starving to death and living in their own excrement. We’'ve seen the joy of two of our first
kids being baptised as teenagers within the church community where they now belong. Yes there are
difficulties, but this land is rich in abundance. The harvest is here. John Wesley preached for decades
before people began to notice him and his message. | too will stand here. | have told my kids & | have
told my youth - be prepared for those zimmer frames - ‘cause | ain’t leaving. This is it. We've seen
folks come with passion, and we've seen them go - funnily enough, with not so much passion.

You see, when you stick around for long enough, something happens. | don’t know what it is. Call it
age, wisdom, maturity - | don’t know. What | do know, is that today | no longer allow myself to be
squashed or defeated. | no longer see myself as a grasshopper. Can we take this land? | say yes we
can. Can we see our kids rise up and embrace Jesus? | say yes we can. Can we see the youth
discipled and run forward with the passion that has so long evaded so many of us? | say yes we can.
No longer will we listen to the majority who say ‘no we can’t’. We shall stand up - we shall seize the
land and with our kids and with our youth we shall say with one voice - yes we can!
